ROBERT MOORE NORWAY- Robert “Bud” Moore age 82 of Norway, died Monday, June
13, 2005 at the V.A. Medical Center in Iron Mountain, Michigan. He was born on March 5,
1923 in Detroit, the son of the late James and Bernice (Coudriet) Moore. Bud served his
country in the U.S. Marine Corp. during World War II. He married Betty O’Brien; she
preceded him in death in 2003. Bud worked for the City of Norway until his retirement. He
was a strong supporter of the Norway athletic program, and was named Fan of the Year in
1972 by the Norway Sports Boosters. He was best known for his familiar EI-EI-O Cheer.
